Key Responsibilities 

●​ Administer and moderate a local Facebook community group on behalf of 

Bairnecessities Baby Bank. 

●​ Share the monthly Bairnecessities Wishlist within the Facebook group and encourage 

community engagement. 

●​ Respond to posts and messages relating to donations in a timely and friendly manner. 

●​ Receive donated items from within the local area. 

●​ Clean, sort, and check donated items to ensure they meet Bairnecessities standards. 

●​ Complete Health & Safety checklists and responsibly discard any unsuitable items. 

●​ Arrange transport or delivery of suitable items to the Bairnecessities unit outside 

Fraserburgh 

●​ Where items are not required by the baby bank, arrange for them to be sold and ensure 

all proceeds are donated back to Bairnecessities Baby Bank. 

●​ Adhere to organisation policies such as Equal Opportunities, Health and Safety, Data 

Protection/Confidentiality and Safeguarding.
